LAURA LANDERS, CPA, TO ADDRESS THE BOARD



Ms. Laura Landers addressed the Board on the audit that had been completed.  This was for the 2010 year.  She passed out the audit to the Board.  She summarized that the town is in good financial shape with good fund balances and went over some of the audit with the Board.  Ms. Landers noted that there are changes to be made in budgets next year that the state wants implemented.  The purpose is to provide more transparency relating to fund balances. Councilman Krezmien asked if there was any “red flags” that they should be concerned with.  Ms. Landers stated no.  Councilwoman King asked about the legal amount that the town could have carried over.  Ms. Landers stated that there are none.  Discussion on the 2% property cap that the governor has been talking about.  There is the ability of the Board to override that by a 2/3 majority vote and raise it.

h)  Fire Department – Chief Dains reported on the radio grant that several towns jointly did.  They did receive it.

i)  Highway Superintendent Report -  Supt. Dains had presented a written report to the Board.  There were no questions by the Board.  



1)  Supt. Dains reported on the street lighting on Scoby Hill Road.  He has worked on this for 2 years and the state has finally approved it.  A resolution will be presented later in the meeting on this.



2)  Supt. Dains noted that he received the final FEMA  submittal for the Craneridge project.  They still owe the town $207, 822.74 and that paperwork has been finished and signed and mailed to them.  FEMA noted that this project went well.


3)  Supt. Dains thanked the Board for allowing him to attend the highway school.  He will give a report to the Board shortly.  It was very good and appreciated being able to attend.



Motion by Councilman Krezmien, seconded by Councilwoman King, to receive and file the highway superintendent’s report.  Councilwoman King, Councilmen Krezmien, Salzler & Snyder; Supervisor Eppolito voting aye.  Carried.

ITEM #5.
NEW BUSINESS

a)  Scoby Hill Road Street Lighting  - Supervisor Eppolito informed the Board that he
had received correspondence from Frank Billittier on this.  Supt. Dains told the Board that a resolution had to be adopted by them.  The Board reviewed the resolution presented.  Councilman Krezmien moved the adoption of Resolution 14, seconded by Councilwoman King:

WHEREAS, the State of New York Department of Transportation has constructed a State Highway identified as SOUTHERN EXPRESSWAY, SECTION 5, PETERS ROAD TO NY ROUTE 39, ELLICOTTVILLE-SPRINGVILLE, PART 1, SH 51-9, CATTARAUGUS & ERIE COUNTIES, PIN 5101.53, D260140, County of Erie within the geographical jurisdiction of the MUNICIPALITY of the Town of Concord, and


WHEREAS, the MUNICIPALITY of the Town of Concord desires to have a highway lighting system (one pole and luminaire) on such highway project within its geographical jurisdiction, and 


WHEREAS, The State of New York has agreed to provide as a part of the project the following items (to be installed by the Village of Springville Electric) in connection with a street lighting system:

1) Underground duct system or overhead cables, including conduits, pull boxes, hand holes and drainage pockets.

2) One light pole (to be installed by the Village of Springville Electric) at the north-west quadrant of the intersection of S. Cascade Drive (formerly US Route 219) and Lower Scoby Access Road.
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3) One luminaire (to be installed by the Village of Springville Electric) on the light pole at the north-west quadrant of the intersection of S. Cascade Drive (formerly US Route 219) and Lower Scoby Access Road, wiring switches and ballasts and all other components necessary to complete the lighting system.

WHEREAS, The MUNICIPALITY of the Town of Concord agrees to maintain, repair

and energize such highway lighting system (one pole and luminaire) in the north-west quadrant of the intersection of S. Cascade Drive (formerly US Route 219) and Lower Scoby Access Road for a period of 10 years or until such time as the COMMISSIONER, in his or her discretion, determines that such lighting and/or the maintenance of such lighting system is no longer necessary for such Highway.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT


RESOLVED, The MUNICIPALITY of the Town of Concord approves of the above subject lighting installation, and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, That the MUNICIPALITY of the Town of Concord shall maintain, repair and energize such highway lighting system (one pole and luminaire) in the north-west quadrant of the intersection of S. Cascade Drive (formerly US Route 219) and Lower Scoby Access Road, and 


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, That the Town Board of the MUNICIPALITY hereby authorizes the Supervisor of the MUNCIPALITY of the Town of Concord to enter into and execute an Agreement with the State of New York and through the Commissioner of Transportation to commit the MUNICIPALITY of the Town of Concord to maintain, at its own expense, the lighting system on the above identified project, such agreement to provide that the maintenance shall include the repair and replacement of equipment and the furnishing of electric current for the lighting system (one pole and luminaire), and


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, That the Clerk of the Town Board is hereby directed to transit five (5) certified copies of the foregoing resolution to the New York State Department of Transportation.

b)  Authorize Transfer of $50,000 from Hwy Equipment Reserve to Town

Operating Checking Account – Supervisor Eppolito informed the Board that this was
discussed about purchasing a new truck last year and submitted with the 2011 budget.  Authorization was required.  Motion by Councilman Krezmien, seconded by Councilman Salzler, to authorize the supervisor to transfer $50,000 from Highway Equipment Reserve 

to the Town Operating Checking Account. Councilwoman King, Councilmen Krezmien, 

Salzler & Snyder; Supervisor Eppolito voting aye.  Carried.

c) Appropriation Transfers – Supervisor Eppolito explained that a bill had
been received from the Natural Resources Conservation Service for the town’s share of the

Kissing Bridge Stream Bank Stabilization in the amount of $34,397.73.  The bridge in Kissing Bridge had been washed out in 2009 and the town is not allowed to go on private property.  It could only be done through an organization like NRCS, but they need a municipal sponsor.  The town was the sponsor for this project.  NRCS puts up 75% of the project and then the 25% is split between the town or a private individual.  After much discussion with Kissing Bridge, it has come about that Kissing Bridge is giving a check to the town in the amount of $29,397.73.  The remaining balance of $5,000.00 is to be paid by the town.  This was not a budgeted item in the 2011 budget, therefore, funds need to be transferred from the Unreserved Fund Balance to cover this expenditure.  Motion by Councilman Snyder, seconded by Councilman Salzler, to authorize the transfer of $5,000.00 from B599 to B8710.41 for the town’s share of the claim of Natural Resources Conservation Service.  Councilwoman King, Councilmen Krezmien, Salzler & Snyder; Supervisor Eppolito voting aye.  Carried.  Supervisor Eppolito cautioned the Board to review any such contract in the future.
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Supervisor Eppolito noted that he was suggesting that before a contract is drawn up with NRCS that all the inkind or financial services that the town would be responsible for be discussed and understood before it is signed.

e) Speed Limit on Middle Road – Supervisor Eppolito had received a letter
from a resident to reduce the speed limit on Middle Road from Transit Line Road to Springville-

Boston Road.  A TE-9 form would have to be filed with a resolution from the Board.  Councilman Krezmien moved the adoption of Resolution 15, seconded by Councilman Salzler:


WHEREAS, The Town Board has received a request to lower the speed limit on

Middle Road from Springville-Boston Road to Transit Line Road, and


WHEREAS, This is a County of Erie road, and


WHEREAS, This request is being made due to excessive speeds with increased truck traffic from a nearby gravel pit and resident’s safety is a concern, and


WHEREAS, Middle Road from Route 240 to Springville-Boston Road has previously been lowered to 45 mph


NOW, THEREFORE BE IT


RESOLVED, That the Town Board of the Town of Concord does hereby petition the County of Erie and the County Department of Public Works to lower the speed limit on Middle Road from Springville-Boston Road to Transit Line Road to 45 mph.

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g)  Springville Rural (Maplewood) Cemetery – The cemetery association had been
present to ask for help with their expenses.  They provided a list of those outstanding costs.  It was approximately $3,000.00.  They have cut down the hours that two of the employees are working and are trying to economize.  The Board did realize that the cemetery could be turned over to the town to run.  Discussion on lots still available.  Councilwoman King suggested they do some advertising on this.  Councilman Salzler suggested that college students be utilized.  Insurance was discussed.  The Board had given the association $2,500.00 last year.  Discussion ensued.  It was decided to discuss this at budget time to include a stipend to them.  Motion by Councilman Krezmien, seconded by Councilman Salzler, to give the Springville Rural Cemetery Association a stipend of $5,000.00 for the year.  Councilwoman King, Councilmen Krezmien, Salzler & Snyder; Supervisor Eppolito voting aye.  Carried.
