INVOCATION DELIVERED BY TOWN CLERK BOLT.  

PLEDGE TO THE FLAG LED BY SUPERVISOR EPPOLITO. 

ITEM #1.  
CONCERNED GROUP ON DRILLING TO ADDRESS THE BOARD.




Supervisor Eppolito introduced Sue Johnson, Senator Gallivan’s representative who was here to listen to the concerns on hydrofracking.  Again, he stated that the town cannot legally do anything.  It is a state issue.



Mrs. Kathy Lawrence addressed the Board.  She had asked the Board if they knew where she could have her water tested.  She had tried contacting US Energy who was doing the drilling. When she talked to them, they stated that they are only obliged to test the well of the people where the gas drilling is taking place.  Supervisor Eppolito stated that it was his understanding that the DEC would come out if there was a violation.  Mrs. Lawrence stated that the DEC told her that they did not have enough staff to do the testing.  She was again asking the Board for help.  Supervisor Eppolito stated that he can try and call them and see if he could get them to come out.  Mrs. Lawrence had contacted Cooperative Extension but was told that they only test soil.  It was thought that they did test water.  Supervisor Eppolito will check into it for her.  Mrs. Lawrence thanked him and the Board.


Mrs. Totarsky presented the Board a list of states, cities and towns that have banned or are enacting moratoriums on fracking from the Committee to preserve the Finger Lakes.  She gave the list to the supervisor.  


Mr. Don Shelters had talked to a lawyer from the Community Environmental Legal Defense fund and he was the person who wrote the ban for Wales and Buffalo.  He wondered if the Board could have a conference call with him.  Supervisor Eppolito had spoken with a lawyer on a conference call previously.  It was not the same person.  Mr. Shelters felt that there are bans and ordinances that can be written.

Supervisor Eppolito stated that they have been listening.  Mr. Barone asked about the moratorium.  Mr. Shelters stated that it is only on the horizontal fracking.  Vertical fracking is still going on.  Tn Attn. Barone stated that the town could control zoning, the use of property through zoning.  We cannot control the actual drilling as a town.  Article 23 of the Environmental Conservation Law prohibits the town from doing that.  He has heard that in Albany there is a bill to give towns and local municipalities the authority to do that but he does not know the status of that bill.  It is my understanding, according to Mr. Spitzer, an expert on municipal law, and his research is that town of Wales law is useless.  Supervisor Eppolito and Tn Attn Barone will talk with their lawyer.  


Ms. Elise Able presented petitions to the Board.  There was also a group of kids who had gotten signatures too.  Their attorney had drawn up a sample ordinance 
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for the town and back it up in court for free if adopted by the Board.  She apologized for pressuring the Board because they feel New York State may fail them.  Town Clerk Bolt asked that they file the information with her to be sure that it is put on record.  Ms. Able did thank the Board for listening.



Natalie Brant addressed the Board.  She was just in Albany meeting with lawmakers discussing hydrofracking.  They all agreed that job creation would not occur as the gas companies had stated.  Mrs. Brant’s water is contaminated and she has had numerous problems with vertical fracking.  Major illnesses, also.  Any local mortgage and banking companies do not want to grant mortgages or home equity loans to any property that has a signed lease.  This has happened mostly in Pennsylvania and homes have been deserted.  It takes 20-30 years for a well to become clean again.  It is the new chemical process that is the problem.  There are only 2 men at the DEC who are able to do the job.  There is a bill in the NY senate to ban hydrofracking.  It has yet to reach the assembly.  She thanked the Board for listening.



Teresa Vogel addressed the Board.  She asked the Board to listen, to hear them on this issue.  Water is a natural resource and everyone needs it.



Sue Johnson presented contact information for Senator Gallivan.  If it is safe drilling, then the Senator is in favor; if not, he is against it.  He was waiting to see more information.  Budget hearings have been going on and he has been involved in those.  



Ms. Elise Able stated that if the Board adopted a resolution to stop the hydrofracking in the town, she felt that Councilman Snyder is a great guy but as he is employed by the gas company, it would be a conflict of interest and inappropriate for him to vote.  Supervisor Eppolito stated that he would tell him, but as an elected official, he could not tell him what he should or should not be voting on.  



Mr. Hoare asked the Board to keep an open mind.  He informed the Board that the movie, Gaslander, is scheduled at the Joylan Theater on May 16.  Supervisor Eppolito noted that they had already received the CD from Mr. Shelters.  Mrs. Brant noted that Josh Fox, the director of the movie, will be coming to Springville. Did anyone want to meet with him.  Supervisor Eppolito noted that if he wanted to come to see him, he would meet with him.  



Mr. James Burnett asked about the legal opinions that the Board is worried about voting on a ban because the town could be sued.  He asked that they just join the ban on fracking and be on the right side of history as a show of moral support.  Supervisor Eppolito stated it was up to each individual councilman to decide and vote.  Mr. Burnett read a prepared statement (a copy of which was not filed with the town clerk).  He felt that the Board should introduce legislation.



Supervisor Eppolito thanked everyone for attending and he thanked Sue

for her attendance also.

He noted that the land is in Chapter 11, which is a problem for the purchase.  It goes to court on May 6th.  There are many liens and the seller has to clear the liens before we can take clear title.  People, Inc. is purchasing neighboring land to put in 42 units for low income elderly complex.  Supervisor Eppolito has invited People Inc. to come to our May meeting to discuss this.  Councilman Krezmien moved the adoption of Resolution 12, seconded  by Councilman Salzler:

Councilmen Krezmien & Salzler; Supervisor Eppolito voting aye; Councilwoman King & Councilman Snyder, excused.  Carried.

INVESTMENT POLICY

FOR THE TOWN OF CONCORD
I.
SCOPE

This investment policy applies to all moneys and other financial resources available for investment on its own behalf or on behalf of any other entity or individual.

II.
OBJECTIVES

The primary objectives of the Town of Concord’s investment activities are, in priority order,

* to conform with all applicable federal, state and other legal requirements;

* to adequately safeguard principal;

* to provide sufficient liquidity to meet all operating requirements; and

* to obtain a reasonable rate of return.

III.
DELEGATION OF AUTHORITY

The Town Board’s responsibility for administration of the investment program is delegated to the Supervisor, who shall establish written procedures for the operation of the investment program consistent with these investment guidelines.  Such procedures shall include an adequate internal control structure to provide a satisfactory level of accountability based on a data base or records incorporating description and amounts of investments, transaction dates, and other relevant information and regulate the activities of subordinate employees.

IV.
PRUDENCE

All participants in the investment process shall seek to act responsibly as custodians of the public trust and shall avoid any transaction that might impair public confidence in the Town of Concord to govern effectively.

Investments shall be made with judgment and care, under circumstances then prevailing, which persons of prudence discretion and intelligence exercise in the management of their own affairs, not for speculation, but for investment, considering the safety of the principal, as well as the probable income to be derived.

All participants involved in the investment process shall refrain from personal business activities that could conflict with proper execution of the investment program, or which could impair their ability to make impartial investment decisions.

V.
DIVERSIFICATION

It is the policy of the Town of Concord to diversify its deposits and investments by financial institution, by investment instrument, and by maturity scheduling.
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VI.
INTERNAL CONTROLS

It is the policy of the Town of Concord for all moneys collected by any officer or employee of the government to transfer those funds to the chief fiscal officer within three days of deposit, or within the time period specified in law, whichever is shorter.

The chief fiscal officer is responsible for establishing and maintaining an internal control structure to provide reasonable, but not absolute, assurance that deposits and investments are safeguarded against loss from unauthorized use or disposition, that transactions are executed in accordance with management’s authorization and recorded properly, and are managed in compliance with applicable laws and regulations.

VII.
COLLATERALIZING OF DEPOSITS

In accordance with the provisions of General Municipal Law, 10, all deposits of the Town of Concord, including certificates of deposit and special time deposits, in excess of the amount insured under the provisions of the Federal Deposit Insurance Act shall be secured by a pledge of “eligible securities” with an aggregate “market value” as provided by General Municipal Law 10, at least equal to the aggregate amount of deposits from the categories designated in Appendix A to the policy.

IX.
SAFEKEEPING AND COLLATERALIZATION

Eligible securities used for collateralizing deposits shall be held by a third party bank or trust company subject to security and custodial agreements.

The security agreement shall provide that eligible securities are being pledged by the bank or trust company as security for the public deposits, together with agreed upon interest, if any, and any costs or expenses arising out of the collections of such deposits upon default.  It shall also provide for the conditions under which the securities may be sold, presented for payment, substituted or released and the events of default which will enable the local government to exercise its rights against the pledged securities.  In the event that the securities are not registered or inscribed in the name of the local government, such securities shall be delivered in a form suitable for transfer or with an assignment in blank to the Town of Concord or its custodial bank or trust company.

The custodial agreement shall provide that pledged securities held by the bank or trust company, or agent of and custodian for the local government, will be kept separate and apart from the general assets of the custodial bank or trust company and will not, in any circumstances, be commingled with or become part of the backing for any other deposit or other liabilities.  The agreement should also describe that the custodian shall confirm the receipt, substitution or release of the collateral.  The agreement shall provide for the 
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frequency of revaluation of collateral and for the substitution of collateral when a change in the rating of a security causes ineligibility according to General Municipal Law 10(1)(f).  Such agreement shall include all provisions deemed necessary and sufficient to secure in a satisfactory manner the local government’s interest in the collateral.

X.
PERMITTED INVESTMENTS

As authorized by General Municipal Law 11, the Town of Concord authorized the chief fiscal officer to invest moneys not required for immediate expenditure for terms not to exceed its projected cash flow needs in the following types of investments:

* Special time deposit accounts in a bank or trust company located and authorized to do business in New York State;

* Certificates of deposit issued by a bank or trust company located and authorized to be business in New York State;

* Obligations of the United States of America;

* Obligations guaranteed by agencies of the United Sates of America where the payment of principal and interest are guaranteed by the United States of America;

* Obligations of the State of New York;

* Obligations issued pursuant to Local Finance Law 24.00 or 25.00 (with approval of the State Comptroller) by any municipality, school district or district corporation other than the Town of Concord;

* Obligations of this local government, but only with any moneys in a reserve fund established pursuant to General Municipal Law 6-c, 6-d, 6-e, 6-g, 6-h, 6-j, 6-k, 6-l, 6-m, or 6-n.

All investment obligations shall be payable or redeemable at the option of the Town of Concord within such times as the proceeds will be needed to meet expenditures for purposes for which the moneys were provided and, in the case of obligations purchased with the proceeds of bonds or notes, shall be payable or redeemable, in any event, at the option of the Town of Concord within two years of the date of purchase.

XI.
AUTHORIZED FINANCIAL INSTITUTIONS AND DEALERS

The Town of Concord shall maintain a list of financial institutions and dealers approved for investment purposes and establish appropriate limits to the amount of investments which can be made with each financial institution or dealer.  All financial institutions with which the local government conducts business must be credit worthy.  Banks shall provide their most recent Consolidated Report of Condition (Call Report) at the request of the Town of Concord.  Security dealers not affiliated with a bank shall be required to be classified as reporting dealers affiliated with the New York Federal Reserve Bank, as primary dealers.  The chief fiscal officer is responsible for evaluating the financial position and maintaining a listing of proposed depositories, trading partners and custodians.  Such listing shall be evaluated at least annually.

XII.
PURCHASE OF INVESTMENTS

Such obligations, unless registered or inscribed in the name of the local government, shall be purchased through, delivered to, and held in the custody of a bank or trust company.  Such obligations shall be purchases, sold, or presented for redemption or payment by such bank or trust company only in accordance with prior written authorization from the officer authorized to make the investment.  All such transactions shall be confirmed in writing to the local government by the bank or trust company.  All obligations held in the custody of a bank or trust company pursuant to this paragraph, shall be held by such bank or trust company pursuant to a written custodial agreement pursuant to General Municipal Law 10(3)(a).
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The custodial agreement shall provide that securities held by the bank or trust company, as agent of and custodian for the local government, will be kept separate and apart from the general assets of the custodial bank or trust company and will not, in any circumstances, be commingled with or become part of the backing for any other deposit

or other liabilities.  The agreement shall describe how the custodian shall confirm the receipt and release of the securities.  Such agreement shall include all provisions deemed necessary and sufficient to secure in a satisfactory manner the local government’s interest in the collateral.

d) Procurement Policy  – Supervisor Eppolito had worked with the state

auditor and our accountant to make some changes.  The state has raised the bidding limits and you no longer have to bid unless it is under $20,000-35,000 limit.  The change was made to reflect this.  Numbers 7 & 8 were added as recommended by the accountant. Tn. Attn. Barone had reviewed this and made some changes.  Mr. Donhauser asked about the 15% of the amount of the bid being given with the bid and he did not see it listed in the policy.  Supervisor Eppolito stated that it is the law and applies automatically.  Mr. Donhauser stated that, in the past, it was not required.  Supervisor Eppolito felt that it has been done.  Mr. Donhauser stated just lately, yes.  Motion by Councilman Salzler, seconded by Councilman Krezmien, to accept the Procurement Policy, with changes.  Councilmen Krezmien & Salzler; Supervisor Eppolito voting aye; Councilwoman King & Councilman Snyder, excused.  Carried.

TOWN OF CONCORD

PROCUREMENT POLICY

WHEREAS, Section 104-b of the General Municipal Law (GML) requires every town to adopt internal policies and procedures governing all procurement of good and services not subject to the bidding requirements of GML, 103 or any other law; and

WHEREAS, comments have been solicited from those officers of the town involved with procurement;

 NOW, THEREFORE, be it RESOLVE: That the Town of Concord does hereby adopt the following procurement policies and procedures:

Guideline 1.  Every prospective purchase of goods or services shall be evaluated to determine the applicability of GML, 103.  Every town officer, board, department head or other personnel with the requisite purchasing authority (hereinafter Purchaser) shall 
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estimate the cumulative amount of the items of supply or equipment needed in a given fiscal year.  That estimate shall include the canvass of other town departments and past history to determine the likely yearly value of the commodity to be acquired.  The information gathered and conclusions reached shall be documented and kept with the file or other documentation supporting the purchase activity.

Guideline 2.  All purchases of a) supplies or equipment which will exceed $20,000, in the fiscal year or b) public works contracts over $35,000, shall be formally bid pursuant to GML, 103.

Guideline 3. All estimated purchases of:

* Less than $20,000. but greater than $3,000. require a written request for a proposal (RFP) and written/fax quotes from 3 vendors.

* Less than $3,000. but greater than $1,000. require an oral request for the goods and oral/fax quotes from 2 vendors.

* Less than $1,000. but greater than $250. are left to discretion of the Purchaser.

All estimated public works contracts of:

* Less than $35,000. but greater than $10,000. require a written RFP and fax/proposals from 3 contractors.

* Less than $10,000. but greater than $3,000. require a written RFP and/or fax/proposals from 2 contractors.

* Less than $3,000. but greater than $1,000. are left to the discretion of the Purchaser.

Any written RFP shall describe the desired goods, quantity and the particulars of delivery.  The Purchaser shall compile a list of all vendors from whom written/fax/oral quotes have been requested and the written/fax/oral quotes offered.

All information gathered in complying with the procedures of this Guideline shall be preserved and filed with the documentation supporting the subsequent purchase or public works contract.

Guideline 4.  The lowest responsible proposal or quote shall be awarded the purchase or public works contract unless the Purchaser prepares a written justification providing reasons why it is in the best interest of the town and its taxpayers to make an award to other than the low bidder.  If a bidder is not deemed responsible, facts supporting that judgment shall also be documented and filed with the record supporting the procurement.

Guideline 5.
 A good faith effort shall be made to obtain the required number of proposals or quotations.  If the Purchaser is unable to obtain the required number of proposals or quotations, the Purchaser shall document the attempt made at obtaining the proposals.  In no event shall the inability to obtain the proposals or quotes be a bar to the procurement.

Guideline 6.  Except when directed by the town board, no solicitation of written proposals or quotations shall be required under the following circumstances:

a) Acquisition of professional services;

b) Emergencies;

c) Sole source situations;

d) Goods purchased from agencies for the blind or severely handicapped;

e) Good purchased from correctional facilities;

f) Goods purchased from another governmental agency;

g) Good purchased at auction;

h) Goods purchased for less than $250.00;

i) Public works contracts for less than $500.00.

Guideline 7.  All types of assets purchased with a value of $2,500 or more should be capitalized as fixed (capital) assets.   

Guideline 8.  This policy shall be reviewed annually by the town board at its organizational meeting or as soon thereafter as is reasonably practicable.
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Policy updated at 4/14/2011 Town Board meeting.
e) Award Trash Bid  – Supervisor Eppolito had decided to do just the

“A” bid for the spring and fall.  There was only one bidder and the amount for both the spring and fall was the same.  He felt that the fall pickup was less and he recommended that the spring bid be accepted, but re-bid the fall pickup.  Town Clerk Bolt had sent out three specs to the companies that have a permit in the town.  One bidder noted no bid.
