Chairman Zittel asked for comments or questions regarding last
month’s minutes.  J. Jozwiak made the motion, seconded by J. Edbauer, to approve the minutes as presented.  All in favor.  Carried.

Chairman Zittel asked for comments or questions regarding the Mining

Permits.  

         G. Donhauser had a couple questions:

(1) Zylinski Belscher Road Clay Mine.  Does Zylinski even own this since there was an auction at the end of November.  J. Zybert had heard that Gernatt purchased it. (note: I did check with the Town Assessor’s Office and as of now they do not have a transfer on this parcel out of Zylinski/BDR.)   Also wondered if the Mining Permit should be renewed when there are back taxes are due on the property.  The members feel that ownership verification should be reviewed before next year.
(2) Cold Spring –Wendel Pit.  Cold Spring noted that this Pit is being reclaimed.  During reclamation process, do they still need to get a renewal on their Mining Permit?  
The members would like Town Attorney Barone to review these two

permits and determine if anything else is needed on either Zylinski or Cold Spring-Wendel Pit before the Town Board approves these Mining Permits.

Further discussion on other pits and reclamation.  B. Luno notes that there

is a lot of open land and wonders why they are not reclaiming some of the Vaughn pit.  Chairman Zittel will call Mike Meyers at the DEC to see why Gernatts are not starting some reclamation.  
J. Edbauer also noted that the Mining Permit numbers seem to be

structured differently.  The McCarthy number is less numbers.  Some are four digits and some are 10.  McEwan permit has two different numbers.  The NLR file which is 10 digits and then there is the NYS Mine File Number which is only 5.  

J. Jozwiak made the motion, seconded by B. Luno, to recommend to the

Town Board to approve the renewal of the mining permits, a-k above, once Town Attorney Barone has satisfactorily resolved the Zylinski and Wendel Pit questions. All in favor.  Carried.

Chairman Zittel asked for comments or questions regarding the Mining

Permits.  


(1)  Ronald Miller’s permit was just delivered to tonight’s meeting by Chairman Zittel.  The form was not completely filled in.  Mr. Miller did not fill in the information at the bottom regarding the “junk cars” and there is also a question as to whether he has all the neighbor’s signatures.  (note: prior years’ permits have only showed these two signatures).  The members would like Mr. Miller to complete the form.  



J. Edbauer questioned the Southern Tier Auto permit as to the neighbors.  Only two are here.   There is a note on the permit stating that Mr. Benz is ill and they have not been able to contact him.  Discussion about what would happen if one of the neighbors would not sign the permit.  

J. Jozwiak made the motion, seconded by G. Donhauser, to recommend to

the Town Board to approve the renewal of the junkyard permits, a-c above, and to have Mr. Miller complete his form prior to the Board meeting  J. Edbauer abstained from voting with respect to the Jordan’s Salvage permit.  All in favor.  Carried.

 (note:  Chairman Zittel met with Mr. Miller the next morning and had the form completed as to the “junk car”.  A copy of the permit has been given to Supervisor Eppolito for the Town Board to review.  The missing information regarding “junk cars” is:

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ITEM #7:
Business from the Floor
1. Chairman Zittel noted that he has been trying to make contact with a person who would come in and discuss fracking with the members at one of our meetings.  J. Edbauer noted that there was an article in Business First regarding fracking and that he would get all the members a copy.  It appears that the State may be getting involved in this matter.  
2. Chairman Zittel asked the members what they wanted to do about Zoar Valley Road.  Chairman Zittel did talk to Karl Lux about this.  The general idea is that no houses should be built there.  The members feel they do not have enough information (distance back from the road and how far down Zoar Road to rezone) to make a decision about any possible rezoning to a PID zone.  To rezone, the Town would hold a Public Hearing on this.  Discussion about water and sewer services and possible transfer to Village and how this may affect the Town tax.  Chairman Zittel does feel that this area is a good location with easy on and easy off the expressway and that the Town Board will want to proceed on this matter.    The Master Plan does call for this to be rezoned.   J. Edbauer wondered if anyone has approached the owners of those parcels to see how they feel about rezoning.  No one was certain how many owners are aware of any possible rezoning in that area.  The members decided not to act at this time.
3. G. Donhauser noted that David Miller wants to put a sign up for his businesses.  That is a C-2 zone.  Mr. Miller wants to do this correctly.  It appears that a 20 square foot sign (double-sided) is appropriate but could he also put those little signs on it noting that he sells Christmas trees and poinsettias, etc.  There are two businesses there so are they allowed more signage?  According to the Code, if it is an agricultural product, you are allowed a 2x2 sign without a permit.  Further discussion about height and setbacks from the road.  It was agreed that G. Donhauser will advise Mr. Miller to come up with a proposed sign and then the Board would review it and make sure it is allowed under the Code.  (note:  this was also discussed at the 4/6/10 meeting.)
4. J. Edbauer had prepared some proposed language regard the definition of Mobile Home.  This is a starting point.  The members will review the language and discuss this again next month.  

5. Supervisor Eppolito had given Darlene copies of new SEQR forms as proposed by the DEC.  Copies given to the members and if anyone has any comments or concerns, get back to Supervisor Eppolito by February 18th.  
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6. Discussion about possibly going through the Code Book to make corrections/changes.
