h)  Fire Department - Hwy Supt Dains read his fire department report for the month of December, along with his annual report.  Calls are down.
Supervisor Eppolito noted that he had received the signed contract with the Springville Fire Company, also signed by the village.

i)  Highway Superintendent Report.  Hwy Supt Dains read his filed report.

  1)  Supt. Dains asked the Board to consider purchasing the used bucket
truck that the village was selling.  It is a 2000 Ford truck with bucket, with an odometer reading of 19,578 miles with an hour meter reading of 1147.8 hours.  This vehicle could be purchased through an intermunicipal agreement between the village and the town.  We have done this before.  It would not have to go through the bidding process.  The truck we have has 55,000 miles on it and is 22 years old.  It is doubtful that it will pass inspection.  Parts are hard to find due to the age of the truck.  The cost of the village truck would be between $20,000-$25,000.  There are enough monies in the reserve equipment account to purchase this but that amount would have to be added the cost back to next year’s budget.  The vehicle would not be available until they receive their new truck, approximately 120-160 days.  Supt. Dains asked the Board’s feeling. He thought $22,500 would be an accepted offer.  The Board would like to think about this and decide at the February meeting.

Whereas, the staff and volunteers of the Pre School Learning Center serve children with a wide spectrum of handicaps including autism, speech and language impairment, mental retardation, traumatic brain injury, visual and hearing impairment, learning disabilities, cerebral palsy, spinal bifida, and other health impairments including cardiac issues and cancer; and
Whereas, in addition to serving these special needs children, this highly trained and dedicated faculty provide a wide variety of programs and resources for their parents; and
Whereas, this extremely valuable community resource has reached out to serve parents and children from many western New York communities 
Now, Therefore Be It Resolved that the Village of Springville Board of Trustees and the  Concord Town Board congratulate the Springville League for the Handicapped/Pre School Learning Center for its selection as the Springville Area Chamber of Commerce 2010 Not-for-Profit Organization of the Year.  The efforts of this unique and important organization enrich and improve the lives of so many in our community.

39 Collective, the Cutest Baby Contest, Ambush Makeovers, and the Olde Farmers’ Market, and have been the driving force to provide new signage for downtown; and 
Whereas, Mary James serves on the Chamber of Commerce Board of 
Directors and has taken active roles in the Chamber’s Christmas Committee, Economic Development Committee, and the Farmers’ Market Committee
Now, Therefore Be It Resolved, the Village of Springville Board of Trustees 

and the Concord Town Board honor and salute Rhapsody’s as the Springville Area Chamber of Commerce’s 2010 Business of the Year.

l)  Change Elected Assessor to Appointed – Supervisor Eppolito had
spoken with Bill Nellis, assessor, and Joe Maciejewski, Director of Real Property Services, on this.  It is something that the State wants to have all appointed assessors rather than elected.  Mr. Nellis and Mr. Maciejewski were in favor of this.  A public hearing would have to be held and a local law adopted.  Supervisor Eppolito noted that once it becomes appointed, it cannot go back to elected.  He had drafted a law which was reviewed by the town attorney.  Councilman Snyder asked that it be stated in the law that

the person appointed be certified.  Courses have to be taken and it could be contingent upon passing these, but he felt that they should already be certified.  Discussion ensued.

direct the town clerk to publish for a public hearing on a proposed local law to change from an elected assessor to a single appointed assessor on February 10, 2011 at 6:30 p.m.  Councilwoman King, Councilmen Krezmien, Salzler & Snyder, Supervisor Eppolito, voting aye.  Carried.

m)  Final Town Clerk Report – Town Clerk Bolt had submitted her final
report to the Board.  Motion by Councilwoman King, seconded by Councilman Krezmien, to receive and file the Town Clerk Final Report.  Councilwoman King, Councilmen Krezmien, Salzler & Snyder, Supervisor Eppolito, voting aye.  Carried.

n) Town Clerk Conference Permission – Town Clerk Bolt asked the
