ITEM 
#4:
Approval of Minutes
a) September 6, 2011
Chairman Zittel asked for comments or questions regarding
September’s minutes.  J. Edbauer made the motion, seconded by B. Luno, to approve the minutes as presented.  All in favor.  Carried.

ITEM #5:
Business from the Floor



a) Decide which Code Changes to review at November meeting.
The members will review for the next meeting the first 4 items on the possible Code Book Changes list (attached to the Minutes) so that they will be prepared to discuss any necessary change and/or wording.  J. Edbauer will bring his computer so that if the members want to review State Code they will be able to do so.  Darlene could also borrow the State Code Books from CEO Atkinson for any meeting if the members let her know in advance.   
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1) Chairman Zittel reviewed #1 Farm Buildings/Exempt from Building Permits.  G. Waterman thought it was that a building permit is required but that a fee would not be charged.  When a building  permit issues, then the Assessor’s Office is aware of any new construction.  

2) Chairman Zittel reviewed #2 clarifying Zoning Codes.  Agriculture is allowed in C1, C2 and C.  Only place not allowed is the P.I.D. Zone.  In the R District agriculture is limited.

3) Chairman Zittel did a basic overview regarding #3 Mining Permits.  Do we want to change the due date to January 31st.  J. Edbauer thought we were trying to do this earlier so that they would be here by the 1st of the year.  Denise Ciszak, the bookkeeper, had noted to Chairman Zittel that she could not cash the check for the renewal fee until after the first of the year.  There was also discussion that there are no penalties for not submitting these Mining Permits and also Junkyard Permits timely.  Possibly we should add a penalty when we do the Code Changes.  G. Waterman feels that we should have these permits for the January meeting.
4) Chairman Zittel reviewed #4 Minimum Lot Size.  The members feel that the minimum lot size should change back to 3 acres given Health Department regulations.  

5) The members want to disregard #5 Mining Permits/Special Use Permits.  Leave this language as it is in the Code.  

6) The members would like the following to be added to the Possible Code Changes:

a) What is the front of the house?  Is there a description in the State Code?

b) Review Set back requirements.

c) Non-conforming Lots.  

d) Limit the number of sheds which could be put on a lot.

7) Darlene noted that Cold Spring Construction submitted a Mining Renewal and renewal fee for the Sharp Street pit but it appears that it should be for the Wendel Pit which they did not renew early in the year because it is being reclaimed.  Darlene will have Denise Ciszak check with Cold Springs to see if indeed it is for the Wendel Pit.  G. Waterman noted that he feels that the Town renewal permit should be renewed as long as there is a DEC permit even during the reclamation process.  
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8) Darlene noted that a response email had been received from Crown Castle regarding the Genesee Road (Smith Property) cell tower.  Darlene had emailed Crown Castle to advise them that when the power went out a few weeks back, the generator came on but the light on the top of the tower did not illuminate.  Crown Castle had advised their field representatives was advised and checked the system and the system has been restored and they will work to resolve any open items.   
9) G. Waterman noted that he and J. Edbauer attended the Smart Growth training seminar in Elma.  It appears that the County is pushing for integration (businesses/residential/shopping).  Some of the ideas discussed were not ideas that would be utilized in smaller areas like Concord or Elma (such as riding bikes/walk to a mall, green space)  G. Waterman noted that he feels within ten years our Planning Board won’t be here because the County will be doing all the planning.  G. Waterman asked Darlene to check with the County to see if any training will be available in 2012 so that the Town of Concord could have a seminar.   
10) Discussed those Pods that are used for storage and under what circumstances they would be allowed on resident’s property and for what length of time.

11) Chairman Zittel noted that he did check with Denise Ciszak to see if he had to complete the budget form for the 2012 Budget and was informed that he did not have to complete it this year because the Planning Board members would not be getting raises this year.  

12) Discussion about regulating the numbers of sheds that could be on a property.  J. Zybert noted that if the Code was going to regulate the number of sheds on a parcel, it should also regulate the condition of the sheds on the property.
