f) Fire Department – 
1)  Chief Dains noted that this Friday will be the dedication for 

the 9-11 Memorial at the High School at 10 a.m.  He will be there representing the Fire Department and he will also be representing the Town of Concord.  Councilman Krezmien may also attend.
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2)  Chief Dains noted that Friday night at 6:30 p.m. prior to the football game, all emergency services, EMS and fire providers are invited for the school to give recognition to them for their service to the community and also a remembrance for the 9-11 lives lost.  




3)  Chief Dains noted that during this last hurricane that came up along the coast, Erie County put a call out to all volunteers for assistance to go down to the troubled areas. Chaffee Sardinia went down with a crew the first week and this last week Emergency Medical Services went and Matt Willibey had a crew from East Concord and Springville and sent his ambulance down for 3 days in Cobbleskill.  They provided assistance in EMS coverage and they ran an emergency operation center.  Took calls and dispatched and that was very good because the system down there is 400 mega hertz which is coming here to Erie County so some of the volunteers had a chance to see how that system works.  Disaster Coordinator Mike Willibey noted that they were looking for crews to go with heavy rescue.  Locally we cannot facilitate anything like that.


         4)  Supervisor Eppolito noted that he authorized some funding for Mortons Corners for the VHS Grant.  The Grant has to be in by September 16th.  East Concord is doing a VHS Grant and Springville is doing two of them.  This was budgeted as part of the budget last year.



g)  Highway Superintendent Report - Hwy Supt Dains had presented a written 
report to the Board.  He reviewed this with the Board.   



1)  Hwy Supt Dains noted that the new 10 wheeler truck has been delivered and is in service now.



2)  Hwy Supt Dains advised the Board that the items which were declared surplus last month are on Auctions International for auction and all have bids on them.  There is no reserve on any of the equipment based on prior history with Auctions International.  The auction will close on October 10th and he will then be able to print off what he received for the items and will let the Board know the bid amounts at the next Board meeting.



Motion by Councilman Krezmien, seconded by Councilwoman King, to receive and file the fire department report and the highway superintendent’s report.  Councilwoman King, Councilmen Krezmien, Salzler & Snyder; Supervisor Eppolito voting aye.  Carried.  Supervisor Eppolito thanked Hwy Supt Dains for his efforts working with Craneridge advising Craneridge on items that are not really town responsibility.  Hwy Supt Dains noted that Craneridge now has an Erosion Committee now heading by Bob Gilbert.  Mr. Gilbert walked the FEMA project final inspection so he is aware of where the trouble spots are and the Erosion Committee has taken the initiative to walk through all the drainage and where they have seen issues they marked it with stakes.  Mr. Gilbert also has Mark Gaston from Erie County Soil & Water on board so once this is all marked; Mark will advise them how to proceed and try to do a little every year.  Hwy Supt Dains has also meet with the Boltons where the erosion is bad on the back side of their residence.  Mike Hannon was also there.  Hwy Supt Dains gave the resident a couple of names of local general contractors who could go in and give them pricing for this work which is outside of the right of way.

Deputy Town Clerk Schweikert asked the Board to approve a voucher received from Brown’s River Marotti Co. for document preservation in the Town Clerk’s Office in the amount of $1,373.  This is in the budget.  Motion by Councilman Krezmien, seconded by Councilman Salzler, to approve the Brown’s River Marotti Co. for document preservation in the amount of $1,373 for payment.  Councilwoman King, Councilmen Krezmien, Salzler & Snyder; Supervisor Eppolito voting aye.  Carried.
b)  Award Fall Trash Bid  -   Supervisor Eppolito noted that one trash bid 
was received from Waste Management in the amount of $12,900.  It was the same as the Spring bid.  It will be the week of October 17th.  Supervisor Eppolito noted that Waste Management does a good job.  Motion by Councilwoman King, seconded by Councilman Salzler, to award the Fall Trash Bid to Waste Management for $12,900.  Councilwoman King, Councilmen Krezmien, Salzler & Snyder; Supervisor Eppolito voting aye.  Carried.
c) Set Public Hearing re: Local Law – Supervisor Eppolito will be attending
a conference tomorrow at Hodgson Russ regarding a local law to override the tax levy limit established in General Municipal Law Section 3-c.  This is written as though it is on the entire budget.  If that is the case, then the Town does not have to do this local law.  There are only two budget lines that are over 1.9%.  The two budget lines are special use districts:  KB Sewer and Fire Protection.  If it is necessary to do the Public Hearing, Supervisor Eppolito is not sure if a separate Public Hearing is necessary for each account that is over 1.9%.  Supervisor Eppolito will clarify this at the conference tomorrow but would ask the Board to set the date for the Public Hearing for October 13, 2011 at 6:00 p.m. in case it is necessary.  If the Town does not have to do this local law, this meeting will be cancelled.  Motion by Councilman Krezmien, seconded by Councilman Salzler, to set the Public Hearing for October 13, 2011 at 6:00 p.m.  Councilwoman King, Councilmen Krezmien, Salzler & Snyder & Supervisor Eppolito, voting aye.  Carried.



     d)  Set Public Hearing re: CDBG – Supervisor Eppolito noted that there is 
one project for the CDBG grant, the Rural Transit Van.  Supervisor Eppolito asked the Board to set the date for the Public Hearing for October 13, 2011 at 6:15 p.m.  Motion by Councilman Krezmien, seconded by Councilman Salzler, to set the Public Hearing for October 13, 2011 at 6:15 p.m.  Councilwoman King, Councilmen Krezmien, Salzler & Snyder & Supervisor Eppolito, voting aye.  Carried.



    e)  Set Public Hearing re: 2012 Preliminary Budget -  Supervisor Eppolito asked the Board to set the date for the Public Hearing for October 13, 2011 at 6:30 p.m.  Motion by Councilman Krezmien, seconded by Councilman Salzler, to set the Public Hearing for October 13, 2011 at 6:30 p.m.  Councilwoman King, Councilmen Krezmien, Salzler & Snyder & Supervisor Eppolito, voting aye.  Carried.



    f)  Supervisor Eppolito had given the members a copy of the Tentative Agreement for Ratification that Norm Stocker, Councilman Krezmien and Supervisor Eppolito had negotiated.  This is a one year agreement which gives them a 2% raise for 2012 which our budget already does to all full time employees.  The elected officials did not get raises.  The agreement also changes their sick time.  The last contract only gave them 6 days sick time and the rest of the employees who are operating under the handbook have 8 days.  This will now be rectified in the new agreement.  George Donhauser asked if employees are able to carry over of sick days.  Sick days can be built up to 165 days.  George Donhauser questioned about how sick 
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days affect retirement.  Hwy Supt Dains noted that the sick days can go towards their medical insurance.  There is no cash buyout.  Motion by Councilman Krezmien, seconded by Councilwoman King, that the Town of Concord agrees to the Tentative Agreement for Ratification of Local 17 for one year from January 1, 2012 to December 31, 2012.  Supervisor Eppolito will notify Norm Stocker.  Councilwoman King, Councilmen Krezmien, Salzler & Snyder & Supervisor Eppolito, voting aye.  Carried.



g)  Chris Proctor asked Supervisor Eppolito if any suggestions had been received by the Town of Concord regarding planning the town’s bicentennial.  Supervisor Eppolito noted that Town Historian Batterson will be arranging preliminary planning.  The historical people will be overseeing this matter.  Councilwoman King and Councilman Salzler will be on the committee for this event.

COUNCILMAN NOTES


a)  Councilman Snyder informed that Board that West Valley lost their contract.  There is a new contract which is a ten year plan to clean up the main plant.  His concern is monitoring the site.  If the main plant is going to be torn down, the likelihood of exposure goes up.  He is trying to get them to put them to put them back up.  Supervisor Eppolito noted that the Board in past has written resolutions and this could be done in the future if necessary.  



b)  Councilwoman King informed the Board that she attended a Legislative Forum and wanted to comment on the signage.  She works in Ellicottville and has noticed that the Tops in Ellicottville is busier.  People are not getting off the 219 Expressway at Springville because there is no signage on the Expressway to let people know when to get off the Expressway to go into Springville.  The Town is losing business.  Hwy Supt Dains wondered if that blue sign stating gas/food/lodging could be placed up there.   Supervisor Eppolito noted that there will be some signage coming through with the Scenic By-Ways Project.  The Scenic By-Ways has grant money coming in so there may be some possibilities there.  This brings up another issue and that is the rezoning of Zoar Road to make it a commercial zone.  


c)  Supervisor Eppolito reported that he had attended a NEST meeting.  The County wide drug drop off picked up a total of 4.5 tons of drugs.  There will be another drug drop off coming in October at the hospital.
